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C. Overview

The consumer does not require special computer skills in order to use the NuForce MSR-1 Sonata Music
Server. All you have to do is to connect the power cord to a 110/230V outlet and, if you want an Internet
connection, the LAN wire or WiFi USB (optional) to the MSR-1. An Internet connection is necessary only
if you want to make private copies of your music CDs. The Internet connection will provide cover art,
artists, track names, and other information relating to your disc.

About a minute after the MSR-1 is switched on, the initial screen will show several options:

The first option, Audio, allows you to play back the stored music. The system comes supplied with a few
songs to practice with.

The second option, Search, allows you to search your music libraries by fields such as album title, artist,
composer, song, etc. The Classical Database allows you to search by orchestra, conductor, soloist, etc.

The third option, Playlists, allows you to access the server’s existing Playlists and to create new ones via
the Playing and Save As buttons.

The fourth (default) option changes the working mode to Play CD Mode. This allows you to listen to CDs
inserted in the tray as with any conventional CD player.

The fifth option selects the Private CD Ripping Mode. In this mode, a CD is inserted in the front panel
tray and ripped into the system’s hard disk, thus adding it to the Audio Menu. The system will connect to
the Internet to obtain disc data. If it cannot find the relevant data or if an Internet connection isn’t
available, the disc will be ejected. If, immediately after ejection, you insert it again, it will be ripped and
added to Audio. The CD’s data will appear as Unknown. The tracks will be identified as Track 1, Track 2,
etc. You can enter your own data with the provided editing tools.

The sixth option, Settings, allows you to select your system’s settings along with performing special tasks
such as creating a hard-disk backup and other options.

The seventh and last option, Shutdown, switches off the system.
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D. Getting Started

The NuForce Music Server MSR-1 is a sound system designed to store music in different digital formats.
Its basic functions are:

e Playing music stored in the unit in a digital format. The Music Library is accessed via the Audio
Menu.

e Adding new CDs to the Music Library. This operation is called CD ripping.

e PlayingaCD.

When the system is switched on, after having gone through program and configuration loading messages,
the main screen, called Home, appears:

Use and control of the system can be accomplished in two ways:

e Through the Touch Screen.
e  With the standard remote control (for TV or VGA monitor), or with the (iPhone/iPod Touch)
iSonata’s optional software.

To operate the Music Server, it is necessary to acquire at least one of these control systems. It is possible
to use both simultaneously. You will need only to touch the Touch Screen to execute a function. With the
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remote control, you use the direction arrows (up, down, left, right) to highlight the selected option in red or
blue. You then make your choice by pushing the OK button.

To repeat, you can use the Music Server with either or both control systems. Those few instances in which
there’s a difference will be expressly indicated.

The Home screen’s Main Menu options:

Audio. Allows you to access all the music playback functions.

Search. Allows you to search by genre, artist, album, title, song, composer, orchestra, conductor
or soloist.

Playlist. Allows you to select music collections you have previously defined or are automatically
generated by the system.

Two categories of options appear: Play and Add. Play and Add differ in that Play replaces the current
Playing Now list whereas Add retains the current list while adding the new item.

e Play All. Removes tracks from the current Playlist and replaces them with the album’s tracks,
playing them in order.

e Play. Removes all tracks from the current Playlist and replaces them with the selected track
which then plays.

e Play (shuffled). Removes the tracks from the current Playlist and replaces them with the tracks
from the album randomly played.

¢ Play (as radio). Removes the tracks from the current Playlist and starts to play the selected track.
After playing the selected track, this option randomly plays all tracks from the Music Library.

e Add. Adds the selected track at the end of the current Playlist.
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e Add (as next to play). Adds the selected track after the one being played at the moment.
e Add (play now). Stops the track being played and replaces it with the newly added track.

e Add (shuffled). This option adds the selected tracks in random order at the end of the current
Playlist, continuing with its normal routine. If the Playlist is not being played, this option adds
the selected tracks in random order at the end of the Playlist and starts to play one of the new
tracks selected at random.

e Add (shuffle all). As the Playlist is being played, this option adds the selected tracks in random
order within the Playlist, which continues its normal routine. If the list is not being played, this
option adds the selected tracks in random order within the Playlist and begins play with one of
these newly added, randomly selected tracks.

e Add (shuffle remaining). As the Playlist is being played, this option adds the selected tracks in
random order within the tracks that remain to be played, continuing with the Playlist’s current
routine. If the Playlist is not being played, this option adds the selected tracks in random order
within the list and starts to play one of the newly added tracks selected at random. (This second
feature is the same as the Shuffle All option’s second feature.)

e Add (to beginning). Adds the selected track at the beginning of the current Playlist.

o Remove from Playing Now. Removes the track from the Playlist.

e Delete. Removes the track from the album. If you choose this option the system will ask for
confirmation by way of these options:

e Cancel. Cancels the Delete order.

e Remove from Library. Removes the track form the Music Library.

e Recycle File. Removes the track from the Music Library and transfers it to an
inaccessible place. The file is not erased. However, if at some later point you decide to

retrieve it, external support will be necessary.

o Delete File. Erases the track from the system. If you want the track at a later time, it will
have to be re-recorded.

Note: The system saves the last performed action, placing it at the top of the Menu so that it can be
repeated in following instances.

Inside More Play Options’ Sub-Menu select the Add option and the third track will be added to the

Eliminating a Playlist:

Touch the Delete Playlist button on the left side of the Menu as you are playing the Playlist.
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F. Tags

Normally, audio CDs don’t come with embedded information such as names, titles, artists or other relevant
data. This information is usually available in several online databases to which the MSR-1 has access via
Internet connection.

Information fields are called Tags.
Available Tags in different databases are normally given as:

Album (album name)

Avrtist (album artist’s name)

Genre (musical style: pop, classical, jazz, etc.)
Date or Year (CD’s publication year)

These Tags are usually common to all the album’s tracks.
They also include:

Name or Title (track name)
Track # (the album’s track number)
Rating (assigns a rating from 1 to 5 to each track)

Some databases can include other fields, such as the music’s Composer, which can be different for each
track, or Catalogue Number.

Because this common Tag structure does not meet classical music’s requirements, we have created a
database for the MSR-1 that includes high-resolution CD cover art and a number of classical-specific
Tags.

Period (Ancient, Renaissance, Baroque, Classical, Romantic, Modern and Contemporary)

Style (ballet, chamber, choral, concerto, incidental, Lieder, marching band, opera, operetta, recital,
soundtrack, symphonic and zarzuela)

Instrument (brass, cello, choral, guitar, harpsichord, organ, percussion, piano, strings, violin, vocal and
woodwind)

Composer (sorted by the composer’s first name)

ComposerSort (sorted by the composer’s last name)

Soloists (sorted by the soloist’s first name)

SoloistsSort (sorted by the soloist’s last name)

Conductor (ensemble’s conductor)

Orchestra (ensemble’s name)

Label (album’s publisher)

Catalog # (album’s catalog number)

Custom (free designation field)

When inserting a CD for ripping, using the Rip CD option, the system will connect itself to 5 different
databases from the Internet, one of which is our exclusive classical-music database. An exclusive feature
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we call Perfect Metadata selects the data that best suits the inserted CD. The user can modify the obtained
data at any time if it isn’t wanted or if a specific piece of information is unavailable.

How to modify label information:

Tag editing:

It is possible to change a label from a single track to all of one album’s tracks or to all albums’ tracks.

Track selection:

Touch any track on the Touch Screen or press the remote control’s OK button. Next touch the Tag option

on the Display Menu or select it with the remote control and press OK.

As you can see, the only difference among the three screens is the number of tracks the action affects. In
the first screen, you can change the Genre of a single track. In the second screen, you can change the
Genre of 20 tracks (all album tracks), and in the third screen, the action will be imposed on 470 tracks (all
the tracks in the Jazz Genre). This action will be accomplished in more or less time depending on the
number of tracks.

In the same way you assign a name to a Playlist, the keyboard that appears in this screen has different
language characters, as well as numbers and symbols. Once you’ve typed the new name, touch Save
Changes or press the remote control’s OK button to finalize the action.

How to obtain Cover Art:

The MSR-1’s Music Library is contained in two files. One, called Music, containing all ripped tracks and
discs, resides in root C:\.

People with large CD collections often ask a digitalization company to rip their discs. These companies
will rip CDs, along with labels and covers, and insert them in the corresponding NuForce MSR-1
Directory. For security, the company will also provide the client with an HDD containing the music it
ripped.

When the user rips his or her own CDs and neglects to obtain the corresponding cover art from an Internet
database, a musical note will appear on the screen as a substitution.
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At present it’s not possible to insert cover art via the MSR-1. The procedure therefore consists of obtaining
the image with a scanner or from an Internet database or online music store (for example, Amazon.com)
and inserting it from an external PC.

CDs ripped by the user are saved in another directory, C:\Documents and Settings\hfx\My
documents\My music, which is shared on the computer network (Net).

From an external PC connected to the Net in the same domain as the NuForce MSR-1, the client’s
domestic Net can usually be found in My Web Sites, the shared music directory called \hfx\My Music.

If you’re looking for a ripped CD with a Tag, http://www.mp3tag.de/en/download.html, a free, multi-
lingual, easy-to-use Internet service is where you’re most likely to find the cover art you want.

Once this action is performed, the NuForce MSR-1 will recognize and present the CD’s cover art. This

feature can be accessed by remote control or, if the client purchases the remote control’s maintenance
option, by the system provider.
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G. Search

Search is the second option in Main Menu Home. It will allow you to search your music libraries by all
active fields:

You can also connect a USB or PS2 mouse to make the first adjustments. Switch off the system before
connecting the mouse.

MSR-1 is capable of playing two separate music streams through Zone 1 and Zone 2. The high
performance coaxial digital output is only available for Zone 1 music.

Zone 1 or Zone 2 music can be configured by selecting the corresponding buttons under the Audio menu.

Installation of the remote control:

Once the USB receptor is connected at the computer, press its Pair button. The receptor’s LED will remain
lit for 20 seconds indicating synchronization.

Scope. These terms and conditions of sale (these “Terms™) apply to all sales of products (the “Products™) by Nuforce Inc.
(“NuForce”), a California corporation, to buyer of the Products (“Buyer"). These Terms (along with the specific terms of the attached
purchase order) constitute the complete and entire agreement between the parties relating to the subject matter hereof, and supersede
any and all prior and contemporaneous other terms or conditions, whether oral or written, including negotiations, prior quotations and
purchase orders between the parties. These Terms may be modified only by a writing signed and approved by an authorized
representative of NuForce. NuForce’ failure to object to any term or condition contained in any communication from Buyer (including
in any purchase order) shall not be deemed a waiver or modification of these Terms. These Terms shall not be modified,
supplemented, qualified or interpreted by any trade usage or prior course of dealing.

Orders. Subject to Section 0, a contract between NuForce and Buyer shall be formed only upon NuForce” written acceptance of
Buyer’s order or shipment of Products to Buyer pursuant to Buyer’s written purchase order. 1f NuForce accepts by shipment, then the
acceptance shall only be for the quantity shipped.

Title and Delivery.

Title and Risk of Loss. Delivery is F.O.B. NuForce’ point of shipment (“Delivery”). NuForce may exercise NuForce’ own discretion
in selecting the method of shipment. The risk of loss passes to Buyer upon delivery to the carrier at NuForce’ point of shipment.
NuForce retains title to the Products until NuForce has received payment in full of all sums due in connection with the sale of Products
to Buyer. NuForce hereby reserves and Buyer hereby grants to NuForce a purchase money security interest in the Products sold and
the proceeds thereof, including accounts receivable, until Buyer pays NuForce the purchase price in full.

Shipment and Delivery. Any scheduled ship date quoted is approximate and not the essence of the contract. Claims of late delivery
are barred unless made prior to receipt of Products. Buyer’s sole remedy for delay in or failure to deliver shall be cancellation of the
applicable order.

Pricing. NuForce reserves the right to increase prices for any unshipped Products if the cost to NuForce for supplies, raw materials,
labor or services is materially increased. The prices quoted on the attached purchase order shall be valid only for the period of time
there indicated. All prices are exclusive of transportation, insurance, taxes, duties and other charges related thereto; unless NuForce
receives a certified tax exemption from Buyer prior to shipment. Buyer agrees to indemnify, defend and hold NuForce harmless from
any loss or expense arising out of or related to NuForce’ reliance on any tax exemption provided by Buyer.

Payment. Except as otherwise specifically designated on the invoice, payment shall be due and payable within 30 days from the date
of the invoice. NuForce reserves the right at any time to modify or withdraw any credit extended to Buyer. If in NuForce’ sole
discretion, NuForce may require full or partial payment in advance of any shipment of Product. If Buyer becomes delinquent in any
payment to NuForce, NuForce has the right to suspend performance until such delinquency is corrected. Regardless of any statement
appearing on a check in payment for Product, NuForce’ acceptance of such check shall not constitute a waiver of NuForce’ right to
pursue the collection of any remaining balance. NuForce reserves the right to charge a late fee on late payments at the lesser of one
and 1.5% per month or the maximum rate allowable by law, together with NuForce’ costs of collections including attorneys’ fees.
Acceptance. Use of the Products by Buyer or its agents, or the failure by Buyer to reject the Products within 5 days following Buyer’s
delivery of such Products shall constitute acceptance by the Buyer.

NuForce’ Limited Warranty and Limitation of Liabilities.

Full Refund Period. For a period of 30 days after shipment (the “Refund Period™), Buyer may return the Products to NuForce for a
full refund. To qualify for this refund, the Products must be returned in their original packaging and a 15% restocking fee will apply
to damaged (including blemish on product’s surface) Products.

Limited Warranty. For a period (as specified in the Warranty Coverage section) after conclusion of the Refund Period, NuForce
warrants (i) this product against defects in materials and workmanship, and (ii) that each Product, unmodified and under normal use
and conditions, will substantially comply with NuForce’ applicable written technical documentation for the Product. NuForce
reserves the right to make substitutions and modifications from time to time in the specifications of Products sold by NuForce,
provided that such substitutions or modifications do not materially affect overall Product performance.

Limitations. EXCEPT FOR NUFORCE’ LIMITED WARRANTY SET FORTH IN SECTION 0 ABOVE, NUFORCE
SPECIFICALLY DISCLAIMS ANY AND ALL EXPRESS, IMPLIED OR STATUTORY WARRANTIES, INCLUDING THE

Liability. With respect to any claims asserting breach of the limited warranty set forth in Section 0, NuForce’ exclusive liability and
Buyer’s sole remedy, is at NuForce’ option, to replace or repair the defective Product or to issue credit to Buyer for the purchase price
of the Product (without interest), provided that prior to any replacement, repair or credit the following conditions are satisfied:

(i) NuForce is promptly notified in writing by Buyer upon discovery of any such default; (ii) the defective Product is returned to
NuForce, transportation charges prepaid by Buyer, accompanied by a brief statement explaining the alleged defect; and (iii) NuForce’
examination of such Product shall disclose to NuForce’ satisfaction that such failures did not arise as a result of misuse, abuse,
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improper installation or application, repair, alteration, or accident, or negligence in use, storage, transportation or handling by anyone
other than NuForce. Any replacement Product will be warranted for the remainder of the original warranty period or 30 days,
whichever is longer. NuForce shall in no event be responsible for any labor costs, or otherwise, incurred by Buyer incident to the
replacement of any defective Product. If NuForce determines that the returned Product conformed to the warranties, NuForce will
return the Product to Buyer at Buyer’s expense.

NUFORCE SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR INDIRECT, SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL, CONSEQUENTIAL OR SPECIAL
DAMAGES OF ANY NATURE INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION LOSS OF PROFIT, PROMOTIONAL OR
MANUFACTURING EXPENSES, OVERHEAD, DATA, INJURY TO REPUTATION OR LOSS TO CUSTOMERS, ARISING

under these Terms. If, NuForce elects to continue to make shipments, NuForce’ action shall not constitute a waiver of any default by
Buyer or in any way affect NuForce” legal remedies of any such default.

Assignment. Buyer shall not assign Buyer’s order or any interest in or any rights hereunder without the prior written consent of

NuForce.

Confidentiality. Buyer acknowledges that Buyer may gain access to trade secrets and confidential information of NuForce. At all
times Buyer agrees not to disclose NuForce’ trade secrets or confidential information to any third party without the express written
consent of NuForce.

The California state courts of Santa Clara County,
California or the United States District Court for the Northern District of California shall have exclusive jurisdiction and venue over
any dispute arising out of this Agreement, and each party hereby consents to the jurisdiction and venue of such courts. All waivers of
the exercise any remedy or option provided herein, or to require any performance by Buyer must be in a writing signed by NuForce. If
any provision of these Terms is declared invalid, illegal or unenforceable, all remaining provisions shall continue in full force and
effect.
