Classical

Adapté pour la musique classique et I'opéra. Ce mode
accentue les canaux surround afin d'élargir I'image stéréo,
et simule la résonance naturelle d'une grande salle.

Dolby Atmos
Ce mode reproduit fidelement la conception du son
enregistré au format audio Dolby Atmos.
Le format audio Dolby Atmos a été implanté dans les
cinémas équipés des dernieres installations et permet de
faire une expérience révolutionnaire du son avec les home-
cinémas. Contrairement aux systémes surround existants,
le format Dolby Atmos ne repose pas sur les canaux, mais
permet plutdt un positionnement précis des objets sonores
qui se déplacent de maniére indépendante dans un espace
tridimensionnel avec une clarté encore plus grande.

Il s'agit également de la norme
du format audio des DVD-Video et Blu-ray Discs. Il est
possible d'enregistrer en 5.1 maximum sur un DVD-Video
ou un Blu-ray Disc ; deux canaux avant, un canal central,
deux canaux surround, et le canal LFE dédié aux basses
(éléments sonores du caisson de basse).

Dolby D+ (Dolby Digital Plus)

Ce mode reproduit fidelement la conception du son

enregistré au format audio Dolby Digital Plus.

Le format Dolby Digital Plus est une révision basée sur le

Dolby Digital, qui augmente le nombre de canaux et qui

s'efforce d'améliorer la qualité du son en donnant plus de

flexibilité au débit des données. Le Dolby Digital Plus est

utilisé comme une option de format audio d'un Blu-ray Disc,

basé sur le 5.1, mais avec des canaux en plus comme par

exemple le canal surround arriere ajouté pour avoir du 7.1

maximum.

Dolby Surround

Ce format est un format audio
optionnel des DVD-Video et une norme des Blu-ray Discs. Il
active I'enregistrement en 5.1 ; deux canaux avant, un canal
central, deux canaux surround, et le canal LFE dédié aux

contenu est enregistré avec un grand volume de données,

DTS 96/24
Ce mode reproduit fidelement la conception du son
enregistré au format audio DTS 96/24.
Le format DTS 96/24 est un format audio optionnel des
DVD-Video et Blu-ray Discs. Il active I'enregistrement en
5.1 ; deux canaux avant, un canal central, deux canaux
surround, et le canal LFE dédié aux basses (éléments
sonores du caisson de basse). Une reproduction précise
est réalisée en enregistrant le contenu a un taux
d'échantillonnage de 96 kHz et une résolution de 24 bits.

DTS Neural:X

audio dynamique orienté objet, et il est caractérisé par le

positionnement précis des sons ainsi que par la capacité a

exprimer le mouvement.

 Pour activer le transfert de ce format audio, raccordez un
cable HDMI et réglez la sortie audio du lecteur sur la
sortie bitstream.

Ent.Show (Entertainment Show)

Adapté pour le rock et la musique pop. Ecouter de la
musique dans ce mode permet de créer un champ sonore
vivant avec une image acoustique puissante, comme dans
un club ou a un concert de rock.

Ext.Mono (Extended Mono)

Dans ce mode, toutes les enceintes émettent le méme son
mono, de telle sorte que le son que vous entendez soit le
méme, indépendamment de I'endroit ou vous étes dans la
piece d'écoute.

Dans ce mode, la localisation du son est différente en
mettant I'accent sur les graves.

Ext.Stereo (Extended Stereo)

Idéal pour une musique de fond, ce mode remplit toute la
zone d'écoute avec un son stéréo provenant des enceintes
avant, surround et surround arriére.

F.S.Surround (Front Stage Surround)
