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1. INTRODUCTION

The K-array KF26 is a stainless steel compact full-range speaker. With plug and play capabilities, it does
not require presets and can be driven by any amplifier.

The KF26 measures less than 12 cm deep. It is comprised of a 6” and a 2" neodymium magnet woofer
coaxially mounted plus one 6" passive radiator to extend the bass response. It has a selectable impedance
(8/32) and 90° coverage, horizontally and vertically. Designed as a passive speaker, the KF26 can be
transformed into a self-powered speaker just by inserting the specific amplifier accessory, KA1-FF. With
@ max SPL of 109 dB, the KF26 is the ideal for smaller installations that require high quality in a
practical, compact form.

The KF26 is accompanied by several product-specific accessories that can enhance the system’s setup.
Woall brackets are included while other useful tools are available for purchase, like the flush mount
recessing frame, K-WF26, used to further hide the speakers.

KF26 is available in a 24 K gold plated finish as well as brushed or polished stainless steel finishes in
addition to the standard sleek black and elegant white rendering them suitable for any venue.

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7. WIRING

The KF26 is comprised of two neodymium transducers mounted coaxially, combined with a passive
radiator. The neodymium transducers feature a double voice coil (16Q + 16Q).

The two voice coils of each transducer can be wired in parallel (resulting in a 8Q total impedance) or
in serial (resulting in @ 32Q total impedance). To do this, a 4-pin female Phoenix connector provided is
plugged into the male Phoenix connector situated at the back of the speaker.

A serial cableis also provided to connect the two central pins of the phoenix connector in the 32Q
configuration.
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7.1 K-2SPK ACCESSORY

This accessory is used to connect a Speakon cable to a KF26. It features two Speakon connectors wired
in parallel providing the possibility to wire two or more units in parallel using only Speakon cables.

The two wires situated at the back of the K-2SPK carry the signal from the 1+ contact (red wire) and
1- contact (black wire) of the Speakon connector. The two wires will need to be wired to the phoenix
connector as shown in the previous section (by default, they are wired in serial configuration) then the
four screws and four hexagonal spacers included are used to mount the K-2SPK on the KF.

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8. KAT-FF AMPLIFIER

Born as a passive speaker, the KF26 can be turned into a self-powered speaker by inserting the KA1-FF
amplifier module in the back.

The KA1-FF works at 48v. We recommend to use K-array 48v power supplies: K-AL240-48 and K-AL480-
48.

The KA1-FF features a 4-pins phoenix connector carrying both power and balanced audio signal. Follow
the wiring diagram below to connect it to the power supply and to the audio source.

9.4 FLUSHED WALL MOUNT

The KF26 can be easily flush mounted in wall thanks to the K-WF26 accessory (not included). The
suggested dimensions for the hole to make in the wall are 190x360mm. Please check also the drilling
jig available on the K-WF26 page of the K-array website.
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9.5 POLE MOUNT

The KF26 can be mounted on a standard 35 mm diameter pole using the K-PMOUNT accessory (not
included).
