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Precautions for use
Intended use of the product

The product is intended to project still/moving image signals from video equipment and computers onto a screen.

Cautions when transporting
ff When transporting the projector, handle it with care and avoid excessive vibration and impacts. Doing so may 
damage the internal parts and result in malfunctions.

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Connecting
Before connecting
ff Before connecting, carefully read the operating instructions for the external device to be connected.
ff Turn off the power switch of the devices before connecting cables.
ff Take note of the following points before connecting the cables. Failure to do so may result in malfunctions.

gg When connecting a cable to a device connected to the projector or the projector itself, touch any nearby 
metallic objects to eliminate static electricity from your body before performing work.

gg Do not use unnecessarily long cables to connect to a device connected to the projector or to the projector 
body. The longer the cable, the more it is susceptible to noise. Since using a cable while it is wound makes it 
act like an antenna, it is more susceptible to noise.

gg �When connecting cables, connect GND first, then insert the connecting terminal of the connecting device in a 
straight manner.

ff If any connection cable is not supplied with the device, or if no optional cable is available for connection of the 
device, prepare a necessary system connection cable to suit the device.

ff Video signals containing too much jitter may cause the images on the screen to randomly wobble or wafture. In 
this case, a time base corrector (TBC) must be connected.

ff The projector accepts Video signals, Y/C signals and YCBCR/YPBPR signals and analog RGB signals 
(synchronous signals are TTL level), and digital signal.

ff Some computer models or graphics cards are not compatible with the projector.
ff When using long cables to connect with each of equipment to the projector, there is a possibility that the image 
will not be output correctly unless a compensator is used.

[COMPUTER2 SELECT]
(Not available for PT-LB306)
Switch the input/output of the <COMPUTER 2 IN/1 OUT> terminal.

[AV MUTE DETECTION] Drops the luminous lamp power in the AV mute mode.

[ON] Enables above setting.
[OFF] Disables above setting.

ff Luminous lamp power cannot be reduced automatically in the following cases:

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Projecting with MEMORY VIEWER input

The Memory Viewer function makes it possible to display the still images stored in the USB memory as projected 
images.

Note
ff File size that can be played back is 2 GB at the maximum.
ff The total number of folders/files that can be recognized on the projector is 1 000 at the maximum.
ff Files protected by DRM (Digital Rights Management) cannot be played back.
ff It maybe impossible to play even if the file is recorded in the supported format.

Cautions on using USB Memory
Please observe the following.
ff Do not put USB memory or its cap within close reach of children. Swallowing them may cause suffocation.
ff If the smoke or questionable odor rise, remove the USB memory from the projector, and then contact your 
dealer.

ff Do not put water, chemical or oil to the USB memory. It may cause short out or fire.
ff Do not put foreign objects or put metal objects to the USB terminal. It may cause data loss or data corruption.

Attaching the USB memory

1)	 Attach the USB memory firmly into the <USB A (VIEWER/WIRELESS/DC OUT)> terminal.
Attention
ff Pay attention to the terminal direction to avoid damaging the terminal when attaching the USB memory.
ff Attach the USB memory directly into the <USB A (VIEWER/WIRELESS/DC OUT)> terminal of the projector. Do not use a USB extension 
cable or USB hub.

Removing the USB memory

1)	 Make sure that the indicator on the USB memory is not flashing, and remove it.
Attention
ff Please note following points when removing the USB memory.

gg When the indicator of the USB memory attached to the projector is blinking, it indicates that the projector is reading the USB memory. Do 
not remove the USB memory from the projector while the indicator is blinking.

gg When using a USB memory that does not have a monitor function such as an indicator, you cannot check the access status to the USB 
memory. In this case, remove it from the projector after closing the memory viewer function or turning off the projector.

gg �Do not attach and detach the USB memory in a short time. Wait at least 5 seconds after attaching and then remove the USB memory. If 
you want to reattach it, wait at least 5 seconds after removal.

ff When the recorded number of pixels is smaller than the maximum number of display dot *1, it will be displayed enlarged maintaining the 
aspect ratio.

ratio.

ff When the recorded number of pixels is the same as the maximum number of display dot *1, it will neither be enlarged nor reduced, so 
degradation of image quality can be reduced.

Executing the slide

All the still images in the same folder will be played continuously according to the setting of [NETWORK] menu → 
[MEMORY VIEWER].

1)	 Press asqw on the remote control to select a file.
2)	 Press the <MENU> button to select the [NETWORK] → [MEMORY VIEWER] → [SET SLIDE].
3)	 Press the <ENTER> button on the remote control.

ff The slideshow will start.
ff Press the <ENTER> button to return to the thumbnail screen.

This chapter describes methods of inspection when there are problems, maintenance, and 
replacement of the units.
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Warning Indicator
If a problem should occur inside the projector, the warning indicator <WARNING> will inform you by lighting or 
blinking. Check the status of the indicators and remedy the indicated problems as follows.

Attention
ff Before you take a remedial measure, follow the procedure of switching the power off indicated in “Powering off the projector” (x page 42).

Maintenance

Wipe off dirt and dust using a soft dry cloth.
ff If the dirt is persistent, soak the cloth with water and wring it thoroughly before wiping. Dry off the projector with 
a dry cloth.

ff Do not use benzene, thinner, or rubbing alcohol, other solvents, household cleaners. Using them may cause 
deterioration of the outer case.

ff When using chemical treated dusters, follow its instruction.
Lens front surface

Wipe the dirt and dust off the front surface of the lens with soft clean cloth.
ff Do not use a cloth that has an abrasive surface or a cloth that is moist, oily, or covered with dust.
ff Do not use excessive force when wiping the lens as it is fragile.
ff Do not use benzene, thinner or rubbing alcohol, other solvents or household cleaners. Using them may cause 
deterioration of the lens.

Attention
ff The lens may be damaged if you hit with a hard object or wipe with excessive force. Please handle with care.

DO NOT WIPE THE LENS DURING OPERATION.
Cleaning the lens during operation may cause foreign objects adhering to the lens or 
bring damage to the lens surface.

Air filter unit

In the following cases, remove the air filter unit and check the clogging condition of the air filter. If the air filter is 
clogged, clean the air filter unit.
ff If the time which is set in [PROJECTOR SETUP] menu → [FILTER COUNTER] → [TIMER] is reached, the 
message of “FILTER COUNTER has reached the set time.” that prompts to perform maintenance of the air filter 
unit is displayed on the projection screen. 

ff The warning indicator <WARNING> lights in red in the projection state.
ff The warning indicator <WARNING> blinks in red*1 in the standby state.
*1	 The indicator flashes in the cycle: 2.0 seconds (light) → 2.0 seconds (off) 

Attention
ff Make sure to turn off the power before performing maintenance on the air filter unit.
ff Make sure that the projector is stable, and perform the maintenance in a safe place even if the air filter unit falls accidentally.

If it is not attached, the projector will suck in dirt and dust 
causing a malfunction.

ff After cleaning or replacing the air filter, reset the filter counter. Otherwise, the actual filter usage time cannot be confirmed.
ff Replace the air filter unit with the new optional Replacement Filter Unit (Model No.: ET‑RFL300) if it is damaged or if the dirt does not come 
off even after cleaning.
